22-26   -   A    Situation    that   brings   Exaltation  
 
22-24   -   Baptizing   in   the   country   where   the   water   is    plentiful   

 
25-26   -   A   discussion    leading    to   jealousy  

 
27-30   -   The   Joy   of   a   Servant   to   See   his    Master    Exalted  
 
27   -   I   cannot   be    jealous    because   everything   we   have   is   from   God  

 
28   -   I   am    not    Christ,   but   have   been    sent    to   point   others   to   him  

 
29   -   My    joy    overflows   as   I   see   God’s   mission   unfold  

 
30   -   My   necessary   conclusion:   He    must    increase,   but   I    must    decrease  

 
31-36   -   See   the    significance    of   John   the   Baptist’s   Joy  
 
31   -   There   is   no    comparing    John   and   Jesus.   Jesus   is   God  

 
32-33   -   To    reject    Jesus   is   to   reject   God   &   his   Word.  

 
34-35   -   Jesus   is   the    sent    Son   of   God,    loved    by   the   Father,   and    ruler    over   all  

 
36   -   We   are   left   with   only   two   options:    belief    or    disbelief  

 
Questions:  

1. What   stood   out   to   you   in   John   3:22-36?   
2. John’s   disciples   were   jealous   of   Jesus’   popularity.   John   responds   by   saying   that  

his   ministry   is   from   God.   He   will   not   be   jealous   because   God   gives   everything  
(3:26-27).   Why   is   it   so   hard   for   us   to   remember   that   God   is   in   control   when   things  
are   not   going   the   way   we   want?   

3. Why   is   John   so   full   of   joy   (29-30)?   How   can   we   join   John   in   rejoicing   in   Jesus’  
exaltation?  

4. Do   you   agree   that   there   is   wonderful   freedom   in   saying   and   believing,   “He   must  
increase,   but   I   must   decrease”?   Think   about   one   area   of   your   life   where   you   are  
tempted   to   be   most   important.   What   are   you   going   to   do   this   week   to   give   space  
for   Jesus   to   be   most   important   in   that   area?  

5. Which   description   of   Jesus   is   most   meaningful   to   you   from   verses   31-36?
